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THE DIVINE MONARCHY 

PSALM 2:6 
6  Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion. 
 
7  I will declare the decree: the LORD hath said unto me, Thou 
art my Son; this day have I begotten thee. 
 
8  Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine 
inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy 
possession. 

 
PSALM 2:9 
9  Thou shalt break them with a rod of iron; thou shalt dash them 
in 
pieces like a potter's vessel. 
 
DANIEL 2:31 
31 Thou, O king, sawest, and behold a great image.   This great 
image, whose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and 
the form thereof was terrible. 
 
32 This image's head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of 
silver, his belly and his thighs of brass, 
 
33 His legs of iron, his feet part of iron and part of clay. 
 
34 Thou sawest till that a stone was cut out without hands, which 
smote the image upon his feet that were of iron and clay, and 
brake them to pieces. 
 
35 Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the silver, and the 
gold, broken to pieces together, and became like the chaff of the 
summer threshingfloors; and the wind carried them away, that no 
place was found for them: and the stone that smote the image 
became a great mountain, and filled the whole earth. 
 
PSALM 132:11 
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11 The LORD hath sworn in truth unto David; he will not turn 

from it; Of the fruit of thy body will I set upon thy throne. 
 
ISAIAH 16:5 
5 And in mercy shall the throne be established: and he shall sit 
upon it in truth in the tabernacle of David, judging, and seeking 
judgment, and hasting righteousness. 
 
AMOS 9:11 
11  In that day will I raise up the tabernacle of David that is 
fallen, and close up the breaches thereof; and I will raise up his 

ruins, and I will build it as in the days of old: 
 
LUKE 1:31 
31 And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth 
a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. 
 
32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: 
and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father 
David: 
 

33 And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his 
kingdom there shall be no end. 
 
ACTS 15:14 
14 Simeon hath declared how God at the first did visit the 
Gentiles, to take out of them a people for his name. 
 
15 And to this agree the words of the prophets; as it is written, 
 
16 After this I will return, and will build again the tabernacle of 
David, which is fallen down; and I will build again the ruins 
thereof, and I will set it up: 
 
17 That the residue of men might seek after the Lord, and all the 
Gentiles, upon whom my name is called, saith the Lord, who 
doeth all these things. 
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ISAIAH 9:6 

6  For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the 
government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be 
called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting 
Father, The Prince of Peace. 
 
7  Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no 
end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, 
and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth 
even for ever.   The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this. 
 

I CHRONICLES 29:23 
23   Then Solomon sat on the throne of the LORD as king instead 
of David his father, and prospered; and all Israel obeyed him. 
 
24  And all the princes, and the mighty men, and all the sons 
likewise of king David, submitted themselves unto Solomon the 
king. 
 
25 And the LORD magnified Solomon exceedingly in the sight of 
all Israel, and bestowed upon him such royal majesty as had not 

been on any king before him in Israel. 
 
ISAIAH 2:1 
1  The word that Isaiah the son of Amoz saw concerning Judah 
and Jerusalem. 
 
2  And it shall come to pass in the last days, that the mountain of 
the LORD'S house shall be established in the top of the 
mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations 
shall flow unto it. 
 
3  And many people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up 
to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; 
and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for 
out of Zion shall go forth the law, and the word of the LORD from 
Jerusalem. 
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4  And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many 

people: and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and 
their spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword 
against nation, neither shall they learn war any more. 
 
5  O house of Jacob, come ye, and let us walk in the light of the 
LORD. 
 
ISAIAH 11:1 
1  And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and 
a Branch shall grow out of his roots: 

 
2  And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of 
wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the 
spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD; 
 
3  And shall make him of quick understanding in the fear of the 
LORD: and he shall not judge after the sight of his eyes, neither 
reprove after the hearing of his ears: 
 
4  But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove 

with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the 
earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips 
shall he slay the wicked. 
 
5  And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and 
faithfulness the girdle of his reins. 
 
6 The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie 
down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling 
together; and a little child shall lead them. 
 
7 And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie 
down together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. 
 
8 And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the 
weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den. 
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9 They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain: for the 

earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters 
cover the sea. 
 
10 And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, which shall 
stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek: 
and his rest shall be glorious. 

 

ISAIAH 35:1 

1  The wilderness and the solitary place shall be glad for them; 
and the desert shall rejoice, and blossom as the rose. 

2  It shall blossom abundantly, and rejoice even with joy and 
singing: the glory of Lebanon shall be given unto it, the 
excellency of Carmel and Sharon, they shall see the glory of the 
LORD, and the excellency of our God. 

ZECHARIAH 14:9 
9  And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall 

there be one LORD, and his name one. 
 
10  All the land shall be turned as a plain from Geba to Rimmon 
south of Jerusalem: and it shall be lifted up, and inhabited in her 
place, from Benjamin's gate unto the place of the first gate, unto 
the corner gate, and from the tower of Hananeel unto the king's 
winepresses. 
 
11 And men shall dwell in it, and there shall be no more utter 
destruction; but Jerusalem shall be safely inhabited. 

 
ZECHARIAH 14:16 
16 And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left of all the 
nations which came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year 
to year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the 
feast of tabernacles. 
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17 And it shall be, that whoso will not come up of all the families 
of the earth unto Jerusalem to worship the King, the LORD of 
hosts, even upon them shall be no rain. 
 
18 And if the family of Egypt go not up, and come not, that have 
no rain; there shall be the plague, wherewith the LORD will smite 
the heathen that come not up to keep the feast of tabernacles. 
 
19  This shall be the punishment of Egypt, and the punishment of 
all nations that come not up to keep the feast of tabernacles. 

 
20 In that day shall there be upon the bells of the horses, 
HOLINESS UNTO THE LORD; and the pots in the LORD'S house 
shall be like the bowls before the altar. 
 
21 Yea, every pot in Jerusalem and in Judah shall be holiness 
unto the LORD of hosts: and all they that sacrifice shall come and 
take of them, and seethe therein: and in that day there shall be 
no more the Canaanite in the house of the LORD of hosts.

be their shepherd. 
 
EZEKIEL 34:24 

24  And I the LORD will be their God, and my servant David a 
prince among them; I the LORD have spoken it. 

 

ISAIAH 42:1 

1  Behold my servant, whom I uphold; mine elect, in whom my 
soul delighteth; I have put my spirit upon him: he shall bring 
forth judgment to the Gentiles. 

2  He shall not cry, nor lift up, nor cause his voice to be heard in 
the street. 

3  A bruised reed shall he not break, and the smoking flax shall 
he not quench: he shall bring forth judgment unto truth. 
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4  He shall not fail nor be discouraged, till he have set judgment 

in the earth: and the isles shall wait for his law.

13   Behold, my servant shall deal prudently, he shall be exalted 
and extolled, and be very high.

25  And I will make with them a covenant of peace, and will 
cause the evil beasts to cease out of the land: and they shall 
dwell safely in the wilderness, and sleep in the woods. 

 
26 And I will make them and the places round about my hill a 
blessing; and I will cause the shower to come down in his season; 
there shall be showers of blessing. 
 
27 And the tree of the field shall yield her fruit, and the earth 
shall yield her increase, and they shall be safe in their land, and 
shall know that I am the LORD, when I have broken the bands of 
their yoke, and delivered them out of the hand of those that 
served themselves of them. 

 
28 And they shall no more be a prey to the heathen, neither shall 
the beast of the land devour them; but they shall dwell safely, 
and none shall make them afraid. 
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29 And I will raise up for them a plant of renown, and they shall 

be no more consumed with hunger in the land, neither bear the 
shame of the heathen any more. 
 
30 Thus shall they know that I the LORD their God am with them, 
and that they, even the house of Israel, are my people, saith the 
Lord GOD. 
 
31 And ye my flock, the flock of my pasture, are men, and I am 
your God, saith the Lord GOD. 
 

EZEKIEL 37:22 
22 And I will make them one nation in the land upon the 
mountains of Israel; and one king shall be king to them all: and 
they shall be no more two nations, neither shall they be divided 
into two kingdoms any more at all: 
 
23 Neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, 
nor with their detestable things, nor with any of their 
transgressions: but I will save them out of all their 
dwellingplaces, wherein they have sinned, and will cleanse them: 

so shall they be my people, and I will be their God. 
 
24  And David my servant shall be king over them; and they all 
shall have one shepherd: they shall also walk in my judgments, 
and observe my statutes, and do them. 
 
25 And they shall dwell in the land that I have given unto Jacob 
my servant, wherein your fathers have dwelt; and they shall 
dwell therein, even they, and their children, and their children's 
children for ever: and my servant David shall be their prince for 
ever. 
 
26 Moreover I will make a covenant of peace with them; it shall 
be an everlasting covenant with them: and I will place them, and 
multiply them, and will set my sanctuary in the midst of them for 
evermore. 
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27 My tabernacle also shall be with them: yea, I will be their God, 

and they shall be my people. 
 
28 And the heathen shall know that I the LORD do sanctify Israel, 
when my sanctuary shall be in the midst of them for evermore.

Ezekiel seen every tribe just exactly in 
order. 
 
EZEKIEL 48:2 
2  And by the border of Dan, from the east side unto the west 
side, a portion for Asher. 
 
3  And by the border of Asher, from the east side even unto the 
west side, a portion for Naphtali. 
 

4  And by the border of Naphtali, from the east side unto the 
west side, a portion for Manasseh. 
 
5  And by the border of Manasseh, from the east side unto the 
west side, a portion for Ephraim. 
 
6  And by the border of Ephraim, from the east side even unto 
the west side, a portion for Reuben. 
 
7  And by the border of Reuben, from the east side unto the west 

side, a portion for Judah. 
 
EZEKIEL 48:21 
21    And the residue shall be for the prince, on the one side and 
on the other of the holy oblation, and of the possession of the 
city, over against the five and twenty thousand of the oblation 
toward the east border,  
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and westward over against the five and twenty thousand toward 
the west border, over against the portions for the prince: and it 
shall be the holy oblation; and the sanctuary of the house shall 
be in the midst thereof. 
 
22  Moreover from the possession of the Levites, and from the 
possession of the city, being in the midst of that which is the 
prince's, between the border of Judah and the border of 
Benjamin, shall be for the prince. 
 

23 As for the rest of the tribes, from the east side unto the west 
side, Benjamin shall have a portion. 
 
24  And by the border of Benjamin, from the east side unto the 
west side, Simeon shall have a portion. 
 
25  And by the border of Simeon, from the east side unto the 
west side, Issachar a portion. 
 
26  And by the border of Issachar, from the east side unto the 

west side, Zebulun a portion. 
 
27 And by the border of Zebulun, from the east side unto the 
west side, Gad a portion. 
 
28 And by the border of Gad, at the south side southward, the 
border shall be even from Tamar unto the waters of strife in 
Kadesh, and to the river toward the great sea. 
 
29 This is the land which ye shall divide by lot unto the tribes of 
Israel for inheritance, and these are their portions, saith the Lord 
GOD. 
 
31 And the gates of the city shall be after the names of the tribes 
of Israel: three gates northward; one gate of Reuben, one gate of 
Judah, one gate of Levi. 
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32 And at the east side four thousand and five hundred: and 

three gates; and one gate of Joseph, one gate of Benjamin, one 
gate of Dan. 
 
33  And at the south side four thousand and five hundred 
measures: and three gates; one gate of Simeon, one gate of 
Issachar, one gate of Zebulun. 
 
34  At the west side four thousand and five hundred, with their 
three gates; one gate of Gad, one gate of Asher, one gate of 
Naphtali. 

 
35  It was round about eighteen thousand measures: and the 
name of the city from that day shall be, The LORD is there.
