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possessing the same citizenship with others, a fellow citizen: 
 
 
HOUSEHOLD:  oikeios    {oy-ki'-os} 
of (one's) own house, belonging to a house or family, domestic, 
intimate: belonging to one's household, related by blood, 
kindred; 
 
 

EPHESIANS 2:20 
20    And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and 
prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; 
 
 
EPHESIANS 2:21 
21    In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto 
an holy temple in the Lord:

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2    Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the 
concision. 
 
 
II PETER 2:22 
22    But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, 
The dog is turned to his own vomit again; and the sow that was 
washed to her wallowing in the mire. 
 

 
REVELATION 22:15 
15    For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and 
*WHOREMONGERS, and murderers, and *IDOLATERS, and 
whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. 
 
 
WHOREMONGERS:  pornos    {por'-nos}   a man who 
prostitutes his body to another's lust for hire, a male prostitute; a 
man who indulges in unlawful sexual intercourse, a fornicator 

 
 
IDOLATERS:   eidololatres    {i-do-lol-at'-race}  
a worshipper of false gods, a idolater; used of any one even 
Christian, participant in any way in the worship of the heathen, 
especially one who attends their sacrificial feasts and eats of the 
remains of offered victims; a covetous man as a worshipper 
of Mammon 
 

 
REVELATION 22:16 
16    I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these 
things in the churches.  I am the root and the offspring of David, 
and the bright and morning star. 
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
