When light falls on a body some of the light may be reflected, 
some absorbed, and some transmitted through the body. In order 
for a smooth surface to act as a mirror, it must reflect as much of 
the light as possible and must transmit and absorb as little as 
possible. In order to reflect light rays without scattering or 
diffusing them, a mirror's surface must be perfectly smooth or its 
irregularities must be smaller than the wavelength of the light 
being reflected.  
 
Mirrors may have plane or curved surfaces. A curved mirror is 
concave or convex depending on whether the reflecting surface 
faces toward the center of curvature or away from it.
